Please note when consulting this list that the great majority of moth records are from ultra-
violet light trapping (Robinson Mercury Vapour 125W Light Trap) since 1985. The range of
the trap extends beyond Monkwood Green and into adjacent areas of Monkwood. Some species
listed will not therefore occur strictly within the Green’s boundaries even if they fly over it.
The list is also short of records of day-flying and micro-species. I continue to add to it.
